5. FAQ( Frequently Asked Questions)

5.1 Vehicle is online, but the user can not play the video.

Solutions:

1. Check “Use RGB16” in the System Config dialog
2. Make sure the user has the right to play video ;
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3. telnet the Media Server ,make sure the Media Server is working normally.
for example: a media server IP is 183.15.133.97, Port is 81;
run cmd.exe (input “cmd” into RUN at the Start Menu ),

input “telnet 183.15.133.97 6601”and press Enter, test whether the media server
port is available.

4. Ensure that the router port 6601 mapping is hormal.

5.2 Vehicle runs off the road in the map of China.

PS:

This problem usually only occurs in mainland China.

Solutions :

1. Check the option “GPS Fix”in the “System Settings” dialog. We recommend

that you use the Google map not others.
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2.In satellite mode, you should uncheck the option “GPS Fix”.

3. Some places will make GPS signal becomes weak, such as in tunnel, near to
the tall buildings, in the forest, etc. The signal also is affected by the equipment
performance.

5.3 Failed to get vehicle informations or device parameters.

Reasons:

Usually, there are three reasons as blow:

1. the device is offline suddently.

2. Poor network communication speed.

3. Network module is not installed in the device.

Solutions:

1. CMSV6 does not get the device offline message immediately.
2. Close the Parameter dialog and open it again.

3. Fix the network module in the device.

5.4 It does not cruise automatically after the “Automatic cruise”

button is clicked in the PTZ panel.

Reason:
This function depends on the device.
Answers:
1. PTZ does not support automatic cruise function.
2. The device does not support automatic cruise function.

3. The automatic cruise function in the device is off.

5.5 The channel video window is black.

Reasons:

1. The light in PTZ of the device if off.

2. This channel does not have a camera.
3. The camera is broken.

Solutions:
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1. Click on “Light”button in PTZ pane ;

2. Make sure the channel has a camera.

3. Fix the camera.

5.6 Browser version is too low

browser.
